» Care must be taken to ensure that the appliance does
not stand on the electrical supply cable.

» If the machineis situated on a carpeted floor, please
adjust the feet in order to alow air to circulate fredly.

Child Safety

This appliance is designed to be operated by adults.
Children should not be allowed to tamper with the
controls or play with the product.

» Petsand children have been known to climb into
washer-dryers. Please check your drum before use.

» Theglass door becomes very hot during the washing
and drying cycle. Keep children away from the
vicinity of the appliance whilst it isin operation.

« Keepdl packaging well away from children.

. Keepdl detergentsin a safe place out of children’'s
reach.

Use

» Always unplug the appliance and turn off the water
supply after use.

» Do not overload the appliance. See relevant section
in the ingtruction book.

»  Only wash and dry fabrics which are designed to be
machine washed and dried. If in doubt, consult the
care labd on the clothes.

» Before washing, ensure that all pockets are empty
and buttons and zips are fastened. Avoid washing

frayed or torn articles and treat stains such as paint,
ink, rust, and grass before washing. Underwired bras
must NOT be machine washed.

Any objects such as coins, safety pins, nails, screws,
stones or any other hard, sharp materid can cause
extensive damage and must not be placed into the
machine.

Garments which have been in contact with volatile
petroleum products should not be machine washed.
If volatile cleaning fluids are used, care should be
taken to ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

Wash small items such as socks, laces, washable
belts etc in awashing bag or pillow case asit is
possible for such items to dip down between the tub
and theinner drum.

Only use the advised quantities of fabric softener.
Damage to the fabric can ensue if you over-fill.
Refer to the manufacturer’s recommendations of
quantities.

As some duvets and eiderdowns should be
washed/dried in large commercial machines because
of their bulk, please check with the manufacturer of
theitem before washing in a domestic machine.

The users should always check that they have not
left their gas lighters (disposable or otherwise) in
their clothing.

Never tumble dry itemsthat have had contact with
chemicals such as dry cleaning fluid. These are of a
volatile nature and could cause an explosion.

Only tumble dry items which have been washed in
water or require airing.

Plagtic detergent dispensers should not remain in the
drum during the drying cycle, asthe plagtic used is
not designed to withstand the hest. If you wish to
wash-through-to-dry you should use the
conventiond detergent dispenser drawer.

Leave the porthole door dightly gar between washes
to preserve the door sedl.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair
the machine yoursdlf. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious
malfunctioning. Contact your local Service Centre.

» The special wool programme with its new ddicate
wash system treats your woollens with extreme care.

» Theanti-unbalance device ensures that the
meachine remains stable when spinning.

« Automatic cooling of the wash water to 60°C
before draining, with the 95°C programme. This
reduces thermd shock to fabrics, helping to prevent
creasing.

» Thetwo drying programmes will give your wash
that soft, relaxed fedl whatever the weather.

To save water and energy and help protect the
environment, we recommend that you follow these
hints:

« Adjust the quantity of detergent according to the
hardness of your water supply, the amount of
laundry and the degree of soiling.

» Try toload the maximum drying capacity of the
meachine as small |oads are uneconomical.

» Alwaysload well spun laundry. The higher the spin

speed, the lower the ectricity consumption and the

shorter the drying times.

If the wash load appears not to have been spun sufficiently at the end of the wash cycle, becauseit is not evenly
distributed in the drum, the balance control device may have operated. It will therefore be necessary to redistribute the
wash load manualy and select a spin programme. For more detailed information see the section headed " Something

Operating Sequence

Before the firgt wash, we recommend that you run a
cotton cycle at 60°C, without any laundry in the
machine, to remove any manufacturing residue from the
drum and tub.

WASHING 45KG OF WHITE COTTON AT 95°C

Suppose you have 4.5 kg of normaly soiled laundry to
wash. It iswhite cotton and is suitable for high
temperature washing.

Do NOT overload the machine. Weigh the laundry the
first few times you use the appliance.

The average weights of the most common items are
ligted below as aguide:

Serviette 50-100¢g
Teatowe 70-120¢g
Linen hand towel 100-150 g

Man's shirt 200-300 g
Apron 150-200 g

» Load the laundry loosdly dternating large items with
small ones.

» Sort the laundry according to the type of fabric,
colour-fastness and how dirty it is.

» Avoid washing unhemmed or torn items as they may
unravel.

» Before washing, empty al pockets of smal objects
which may have been left ingde (coins, keys, screws
etc). asthese could damage the drain pump.

* When washing curtains, remove the hooks.
» Close poppers and zips and fasten loose buttons.

» Itisessentia to wash new coloured items separately
when washing for the first time.

»  When washing fabrics requiring different wash
temperatures together, always sdect the lowest
temperature.

»  White items should not be washed with coloured
items.

» Very smal items (handkerchiefs, ribbons, socks etc)
should be washed in awashing bag or a pillow case.

» Useagood qudlity detergent suitable for automatic
washing machines.

» Usethe correct quantities of detergent.

» For wooal, use gentle detergent only in small
quantities.

» Bleachisvery corrosive; it should be used with care
and kept out of reach of children.
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Some stains such as fruit, wine, grass, rust etc. are
difficult to remove and should be treated before
washing with specific products, which can be found
in most household shops. In some casesit may help
to soak the stain before washing with a specid pre-
soak product or biological detergent.

Only wool marked “Pure New Wool - washable,
preshrunk” can be washed in the machine using the
wool programme; other types of wool should be
washed by hand or dry cleaned.

If you have used the machine to wash, rinse or spin
only non-colour fagt garments, there may be dye |eft
in the sump. To ensure any subsequent wash is not
contaminated with the dye, sdect and carry out a
rinse and spin programme, without any garments, to
ensure that any dyeis removed from the sump.

Do not leave the damp laundry load in a hegp too
long before drying.

Avoid drying dark clothes with light coloured fluffy
items such as towels as these can attract the fluff.

If you overdry the laundry, besides wasting energy,
any subsequent ironing may become more difficult
because the fabric could be heavily crumpled.
Remove the laundry when the appliance has finished
drying.

To avoid a static charge when drying is completed,
use either afabric softener when you are washing the
laundry or afabric conditioner specificaly for
tumble dryers.

Particularly delicate items such as synthetic curtains,
woollen and silk, garments with metal inserts, nylon
stockings, bulky garments such as anoraks,
bedcovers, quilts, deeping bags and duvets must not
be machine dried.

Garments padded with foam-rubber or materids
similar to foam-rubber must not be machine dried;
they represent afire hazard.

Also, fabrics containing residues of setting lotions or
hair sprays, nail solvents or similar solutions must
not be machine dried in order to avoid the formation
of harmful vapours.

For drying, follow the indications given on the
manufacturer’s labels.

Important:

As adryer, the machine works on the condensation
principle.

Therefore, the water taps must be open and the
drain hose must drain water intoasink or into
the drain pipe, even during the drying cycle.



To ensure you obtain the best wash results from your
appliance, it isimportant to use the right detergent in
your everyday wash, and only detergents recommended
for use in automatic machines.

To maintain the appearance of your clothes and
household textiles and to make them last longer you
should use different types of detergent for different
washes, whether for whites, colours or ddlicates.

COLOUREDS

For coloured items you should use a
detergent which is designed to clean
while maintaining the original colour.
Ariel Color does not contain bleach
and therefore helps to preserve
colours.

DELICATE ITEMS

When washing delicates such as
woollens, you should use a product
which is specidly designed to care for
fine fabrics.

Dreft Automatic is suitable for
woollens and other delicates.

LAUNDRY BLEACH

For additiona stain remova you may
wish to use aproduct such as Ace
Gentle Bleach which is used in addition
to your chosen detergent. Aceis
suitable for al washable fabrics
including silks, woollens and coloureds.

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And in which form?

Not only are there different types of detergent, but they
are dso available in different forms. Whether you chose
apowder or liquid in traditional or compact form is
your own persond choice.

TRADITIONAL POWDERS

Pour the powder directly into the dispenser drawer. Do
not sprinkle powder onto clothes in the machine drum.

TRADITIONAL LIQUIDS

Liquid can be placed in the main wash compartment of
the detergent drawer marked with the symbol LI, start
the machine immediately upon placing the detergent in
the dispenser drawer.

Alternatively the detergent is measured into the
specidly designed dosing device® which should be
placed on top of the laundry, and at the back of the
machine drum.

COMPACT POWDERS AND LIQUIDS

Compact detergents (or concentrates as they are also
known) are available in liquid or powder form, and
generaly require asmaller dosage. Follow the
manufacturer’sinstructions to ensure the most
economical usage. Pour the detergent directly into the
dispenser drawer, or dternatively measure the detergent
into the specially designed dosing device* which
should be placed on top of the laundry, and at the back
of the machine drum.

* |f you usea dosing devicein awasher dryer,
please ensurethe dosing device/ball isremoved
before carrying out a drying programme.

FABRIC CONDITIONERS

These areided for improving ‘ softness’, and dso
reduce Satic cling on synthetics and make ironing
easer. They are available in two types:

For example Lenor liquid fabric
softener, for use in the washing
machine/washer dryer. The
liquid fabric softener should be
poured into the compartment
marked with the symbol &8.
Follow the manufacturer’s dosage
instructions and never exceed the
MAX levd.

Bounce conditioning sheets for use
in atumble dryer. We recommend
the conditioning sheets are pinned
(using a safety pin) to an article

of laundry and placed in the
tumble dryer.
