» |tisdangerousto dter the specifications or attempt
to modify this product in any way.

» All packing and transit bolts must be removed before
use. Serious damage can occur to the product and to
property if thisis not adhered to. See relevant section
iningtructions.

* Any plumbing work required to ingtall this appliance
should be carried out by a qudified plumber or
competent person.

» Any dectricd work required to ingtall this appliance
should be carried out by a quaified eectrician or
competent person.

» Care must be taken to ensure that the appliance does
not stand on the electrical supply cable.

» If the machineis situated on a carpeted floor, please
adjust the feet in order to alow air to circulate fredly.

Child Safety

This appliance is designed to be operated by adults.
Children should not be allowed to tamper with the
controls or play with the product.

» Petsand children have been known to climb into
washer-dryers. Please check your drum before use.

» Theglass door becomes very hot during the washing
and drying cycle. Keep children away from the
vicinity of the appliance whilst it isin operation.

« Keepdl packaging well away from children.

o Keepdl detergentsin a safe place out of children’s
resch.

Use

» Always unplug the appliance and turn off the water
supply after use.

» Do not overload the gppliance. See relevant section
in the ingtruction book.

»  Only wash and dry fabrics which are designed to be
machine washed and dried. If in doubt, consult the
care labdl on the clothes,

» Before washing, ensure that all pockets are empty
and buttons and zips are fastened. Avoid washing

frayed or torn articles and treat stains such as paint,
ink, rust, and grass before washing. Underwired bras
must NOT be machine washed.

Any objects such as coins, safety pins, nails, screws,
stones or any other hard, sharp materid can cause
extensive damage and must not be placed into the
meachine.

Garments which have been in contact with volatile
petroleum products should not be machine washed.
If volatile cleaning fluids are used, care should be
taken to ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

Wash small items such as socks, laces, washable
belts etc in awashing bag or pillow case asit is
possible for such items to dip down between the tub
and the inner drum.

Only use the advised quantities of fabric softener.
Damage to the fabric can ensueif you over-fill.
Refer to the manufacturer’s recommendations of
quantities.

As some duvets and eiderdowns should be
washed/dried in large commercid machines because
of their bulk, please check with the manufacturer of
the item before washing in a domestic machine.

The users should aways check that they have not
|eft their gas lighters (disposable or otherwise) in
their clothing.

Never tumble dry itemsthat have had contact with
chemicals such as dry cleaning fluid. These are of a
volatile nature and could cause an explosion.

Only tumble dry items which have been washed in
water or require airing.

Platic detergent dispensers should not remain in the
drum during the drying cycle, asthe plastic used is
not designed to withstand the heat. If you wish to
wash-through-to-dry you should use the
conventiond detergent dispenser drawer.

Leave the porthole door dightly gar between washes
to preserve the door sedl.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair
the machine yoursdlf. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious
mafunctioning. Contact your local Service Force
Centre.

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@ Your New Washer-Dryer

This new machine, which is fitted with the New Jet System, meets all modern requirements for
effective treatment of laundry with low water, energy and detergent consumption.

The special woal programme with its new delicate
wash system treats your woollens with extreme care.

The balance control device ensuresthat the
machine remains stable when spinning.

Automatic cooling of the wash water to 60°C
before draining, with the 95°C programme. This
reduces thermal shock to fabrics, helping to prevent
creasing.

Thetwo drying programmes will give your wash
that soft, relaxed fed whatever the wesather.

W Ecological hints

To save water and energy and help protect the
environment, we recommend that you follow these
hints:

Adjust the quantity of detergent according to the
hardness of your water supply, the amount of
laundry and the degree of soiling.

Select the “Economy” programme or the “40° AA”
option for lightly soiled laundry.

A programme without prewash is sufficient for
normally soiled laundry.

Try to load the maximum drying capacity of the
machine as smal |oads are uneconomical.

Always load well spun laundry. The higher the spin
Speed, the lower the eectricity consumption and the
shorter the drying times.

I mportant
Your machine isfitted with a balance control device, which ensures the machine is stable during the spin.

If the wash load appears not to have been spun sufficiently a the end of the wash cycle, because it is not evenly
digtributed in the drum, the balance control device may have operated. It will therefore be necessary to redistribute the
wash load manualy and select a spin programme. For more detailed information see the section headed " Something
Not Working'.

Turn the did clockwise or anticlockwise to sdlect the
required wash and drying programme.

Before setting the dia to any position ensure that the
machine is switched off.

At the end of the programme the sdector dial must
be turned to position Off.

Programme Option buttons

Depending on the programme, different functions can
be combined. These must be sdlected after choosing the
desired programme and before depressing the
“Sart/Pausg’ button.

When these buttons are pressed, the corresponding pilot
lights come on. When they are pressed again, the pilot
lights go out.

If an incorrect option is selected, the corresponding
pilot light flashes for about 2 seconds and the message
Err isdisplayed.

2 ““Spin Speed” button

Press this button repeatedly to change the spin speed, if
you want your laundry to be spun at a speed different
from the one proposed by the machine. The relevant
light will light up.
Thefollowing speeds are available for the different
fabrics.
« Cotton, linen:

700/900/1200 max 1400 r.p.m. (ZWD 1480 W) or

max 1600 r.p.m. (ZWD 1680 W)

 Synthetics and wool: 700 max 900 r.p.m.

* Ddlicates: 700 r.p.m.

“Rinse Hold” & : when you choose this option, the
machine will not drain the water of the last rinse, s0 as
not to crease the laundry.

At the end of the cycle, the “ Start/Pause” button light
will flash, to indicate that the water must be drained and
adtatic zero will gppear on the display.
To complete the cycle, choose one of the following
options:
* Sdlect programme “Drain”:

The water is emptied out without spinning.
Attention! Before sdlecting programme “Drain” the
sdlector dia hasto be postioned on Off (cancdling).

* Depress“ Sart/Pause’ button : after emptying, the
machine performs the spin cycle corresponding to the
type of fabric previoudy sdected.

* Sdect the spin speed by means of the relevant button
and then depress the “ Sart/Pause’ button.

The Rinse Hold option cannot be selected for the

automatic WASHING & DRYING programme.



3 “Prewash’ button

With this option the machine performs a prewash cycle
at 30°C max. The prewash cycle endswith ashort spin
at 650 r.p.m. in programmes for Cottons and Synthetics,
and with emptying of the water for Delicates.

This option is not available with the wool programme.
For use when washing heavily soiled laundry.

4 *40° AA” button

This option can be selected for cottonslightly or
normaly soiled with atemperature of 40°C or higher
and for syntheticslightly or normally soiled with a
temperature of 50°C or higher.

If you sdect 60°C together with option 40° AA on
cottons programmes, the machine will prolong the time
in the washing phase and the washing temperature will
be reduced: thiswill dlow an AA classin energy
efficiency and washing performance to be achieved.

If you select 95°C, 60°C, 50°C or 40°C and press the
40° AA button, the washing temperature will be reduced
and the washing time will be prolonged.

Important !

If you sdlect the programme “E60°” (cottons) the pilot
light corresponding to the 40°AA option light up
automaticaly.

5 “Super Rinse” button

Can be used with al programmes except the wool
programme. The machine performs 4 rinses instead of
3.

This option is recommended for people who are dlergic
to detergents and in areas where the water is very soft.

6 “Auto Dry” button

This button alows you to choose the required degree of
drying for cottons and synthetics.

- Extradry (only for cottons)

- Store dry (cottons and synthetics)

- Iron dry (only for cottons)
The drying time is automaticdly adjusted by the
machine: the laundry will be dried to the selected degree
of dryness.

7 “Drying Time” button

If you wish to carry out atimed programme instead of
an dectronic programme push the button until the
drying time you want appearsin the display according
to the fabrics (cotton or synthetics) you have to dry.

For COTTON you can sdlect adrying time from 10
minutes to 130 minutes.

For SYNTHETICS you can sdlect atime from 10
minutes to 100 minutes.

8 “Delay Start’ button

This button makes it possible to delay the starting of the
programme by up to 24 hours. The delay you have
selected is shown on the display for about 3 seconds;
afterwards, the duration of the programme reappears.
You must select this option after you have set the
programme and befor e you press the “ Sart/Pause’
button.

The time value shown on the display will decrease by
one unit every hour.

You can change the delay time at any moment,
before you press the “ Start/Pause” button.

If you have dready pressed the * Start/Pause’ button,

and you wish to change or cancel the delay time,
proceed asfollows:

* ot the machine to PAUSE by pressing the
“Start/Pause” button;

* pressthe “Delay Start” button until the display shows
the desired delay time or

* pressthe “Delay Start” button once, to erase the delay
time. The display will indicate “Oh”.

* pressthe “ Start/Pause” button again.

I mportant!

The door will be locked throughout the delay time.

If you need to open the door, you mugt first set the

machine to PAUSE by pressing the “ Start/Pause”

button. After you have closed the door, pressthe
“Sart/Pause’ button again.

9 “Start/Pause’ button

This button has three functions;

» Sart: after you have sdected the desired programme
and options, press this button to Sart the machine. The
light above the button will stop flashing and remain lit.

If you have selected a dday start by means of button
8, the countdown will begin and will be shown on the
display.

 Pause: when you press this button again, the
programme in progressis interrupted. The light above
the button will start flashing. To restart the
programme, press the button again.



* Draining of water: by depressing the “ Start/Pause’

buttont the water of programme “ Soak” is emptied out

and the water of the last rinse on programmes with
Rinse Hold J option is emptied out and the laundry
IS spun.
Important! You must set the washing machine to
PAUSE before you make any change in the programme
in progress.

10 Display

The following pieces of information are shown on the
display:

* Duration of washing programme in hours

and minutes, after you have selected a programme
(for example 2.05) .

The duration is caculated automaticaly on the basis of
the maximum recommended |load for each type of
fabric.

After the programme has sarted, thetimeremaining is

updated every minute.

* The washing machine has completed the programme:
thisisindicated by ablinking zero.

* The washing machine has stopped with water in the
tub, at the end of a programme with the “Rinse Hold”
option J: thisisindicated by a static zero.

 Sdected drying timein minutes or hours and
minutes.

After starting the programme, the remaining timeis

updated every minute.

» Delay start, atime vaue indicated in hours and
selected by means of the relevant button.

The ddlay timeis digplayed for 3 seconds, then the
duration of the selected programme regppears.

After you have pressed the “ Start/Pause’ button, the
countdown begins, and the delay time value decreases
by one unit every hour.

You can delay the start of the selected programme by
up to 24 hours in one hour intervals.

» An incorrect option sdection has been made: thisis
indicated by the message Err when afunction
incompatible with the current programme is selected.

» An alarm code indicates afault in the machine
operation (see the rlevant chapter on page 21-22).

With this programmeit is possible to rinse and spin
garments which have been washed by hand.

The machine performs 3 rinses, followed by afind spin
at the max speed.

The spin speed can be reduced by depressing the “ Spin

Hand washed garments can be softened with this
programme.

The machine performs 1 rinse, followed by afind spin
at the max. speed, which can be reduced by depressing
“Spin Speed” button.

You can dter the programme before it sarts.

When the programme has started, you can only reset it
by turning the programme selector dia to “Off” and

then you can sdect the new programme.

Depress the “ Sart/Pause’ button to interrupt a
programme which is running, the corresponding light
gartsto flash.

How to cancel a programme
during its cycle
Turn the selector did to “Off” to cancel aprogramme

which is running: three flashing dashes appear on the
display. Now you can select anew programme.

How to open the door during the
cycle of a programme

First set the machine to PAUSE by pressing the
“Start/Pause” button.

If the door does not open, this means that the machineis
aready hesting or drying, that the water level is above
the bottom edge of the door or that the drum is turning.
During drying the door can be opened only thefirg 10
minutes and at the end of drying (after the cooling phase).

If you cannot open the door but you need to open it you
have to switch the machine off by turning the
programme selector dia to “Off”.

After about 3 minutes the door can be opened (pay
attention to the water level and temperature!). To restart
depress the “ Start/Pause” button.

9. End of the programme

The machine stops automaticaly.

If the Rinse Hold {J option has been sdlected, the light
of the “ Start/Pause” button flashes and a static zero
appears on the display to indicate that the water must be
emptied out before opening the door.

The door can only be opened when aflashing zero
appears on the display.

Release of the lock isaso indicated by the illumination
of the“End” light.

Turn the programme sdlector dia to Resat “Off” to
switch the machine off.

Remove the laundry from the drum and carefully check
that the drum is empty so as to avoid any forgotten
items being damaged in a subsequent wash (e.g.
shrinking) or their colour running into aload of whites.
If you do not intend to carry out another wash, close the
water tap.

L eave the door open to prevent the formation of mildew
and unpleasant smells.



DRYING 3KG OF COTTON

You have for example just machine-washed and spun at
1400 rpm 6 kg of laundry.

They are cotton fabrics of medium weight which you
want to iron as soon asthey are dry.

Remove the laundry from the appliance and divide the
items to obtain two loads of approx. 3 kg each.
Thewater tap must be open and thedrain hose
must be positioned in thesink or connected to the
drain pipe.

1. Load thelaundry.

2. Turn the programme selector dial to the drying
programme Y for Cottons.

3. If youwish to carry out the electronic drying,
depress “Auto Dry” button until the light “Iron
Dry” illuminates.

AUTODRYING 2KG OF SYNTHETICS

Warning! For NON-STOP programmes, it isaso
essentia not to exceed the maximum load sizes of 3 kg
for cotton and 2 kg for synthetics.

You intend to wash and dry automaticaly 2 kg of
synthetics which do not need ironing.

Do not use a dosing device/ball when carrying out a
washing & drying programme.

1. Load thelaundry.
2. Add detergent and fabric softener.

3. Switch the machine on by turning the sdector did
to aprogramme for synthetics.

4. Select the wash programme/fabric and temperature.

Sdlect the drying time or degree of drying.

6. Select the required options by means of the relevant
buttons. If possible, do not select a spin speed lower
than that proposed by the appliance to avoid atoo
long drying time so saving energy.

In any case the reduction of the spin speed isonly

possible after selecting drying. The lowest values

you can sdlect are the following:

- 900 r.p.m. for cottons & synthetics with eectronic
drying

- 900 r.p.m. for cottons and 700 r.p.m. for synthetics
with timed drying

7. Start the programme by depressing the
“Sart/Pause’ button.

8. At the end of the programme turn the programme
selector did to “ Off” to switch the machine off.

() Washing and Drying Hints

Do NOT overload the machine. Weigh the laundry the
first few times you use the appliance.

The average weights of the most common items are
listed below as aguide;

1000g = 1 kg

Sheet 700-1000¢g
Fillow case 100-200g
Tablecloth 400-500 g
Serviette 50-100¢g
Teatowe 70-120 9
Linen hand towe 100-150 g
Toweling hand towel 150-250 g
Towelling bath towel 700-1000 g
Bath robe 1000-1500 g
Man's shirt 200-300 g
Apron 150-200 g

» Load the laundry loosdly dternating large items with
small ones.

» Sort thelaundry according to the type of fabric,
colour-fastness and how dirty it is.

» Avoid washing unhemmed or torn items as they may
unravel.

» Before washing, empty al pockets of small objects
which may have been left indde (coins, keys, screws
€tc). asthese could damage the drain pump.

» When washing curtains, remove the hooks.
» Close poppers and zips and fasten loose buttons.

» Itisessentia to wash new coloured items separately
when washing for the first time.

»  When washing fabrics requiring different wash
temperatures together, aways sdect the lowest
temperature.

« Whiteitems should not be washed with coloured
items.

» Vey smal items (handkerchiefs, ribbons, socks etc)
should be washed in awashing bag or a pillow case.

» Useagood quality detergent suitable for automatic
washing machines.

e Usethe correct quantities of detergent.

» For woal, use gentle detergent only in small
quantities.

» Bleachisvery corrosve; it should be used with care
and kept out of reach of children.
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Some stains such as fruit, wine, grass, rust etc. are
difficult to remove and should be treated before
washing with specific products, which can be found
in most household shops. In some casesit may help
to soak the stain before washing with a specid pre-
soak product or biologica detergent.

If you have used the machine to wash, rinse or spin
only non-colour fast garments, there may be dye left
in the sump. To ensure any subsequent wash is not
contaminated with the dye, sdect and carry out a
rinse and spin programme, without any garments, to
ensure that any dye is removed from the sump.

Do not leave the damp laundry load in a heap too
long before drying.

Avoid drying dark clothes with light coloured fluffy
items such as towels as these can attract the fluff.

If you overdry the laundry, besides wasting energy,
any subsequent ironing may become more difficult
because the fabric could be heavily crumpled.
Remove the laundry when the appliance has finished
drying.

To avoid a gtatic charge when drying is completed,
use ether a fabric softener when you are washing the
laundry or afabric conditioner specifically for
tumble dryers.

Particularly delicate items such as synthetic curtains,
woollen and silk, garments with metal inserts, nylon
stockings, bulky garments such as anoreks,
bedcovers, quilts, deeping bags and duvets must not
be machine dried.

Garments padded with foam-rubber or materias
smilar to foam-rubber must not be machine dried;
they represent afire hazard.

Also, fabrics containing residues of setting lotions or
hair sprays, nail solvents or similar solutions must
not be machine dried in order to avoid the formation
of harmful vapours.
